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Species: Iron Wood
Current name: Hopea Odorata 
Family: Dipterocarpaceae
Where: Bangladesh, Cambodia, China, India, Laos, Malaysia, Myanmar, Thailand, Vietnam. 
Facts:
· Medium sized to large evergreen tree with a large crown growing up to 45 m tall.

· Hopea Odorata flowers are small, sweet-scented and are yellowish-white. The fruits are small, rounded and three to four centimeters long. 

· Hopea fruits and flowers grow almost regularly every two years and are dispersed by wind. 
· The small and white fragrant flowers appear between February and April and the fruits ripen at the beginning of the rainy season in May and June. 

· The plants are found in deep rich soils, usually along riverbanks or damp soil such as tropical forests. 

· These plants are more commonly known for creating shade and may be used for reforestation in Southeast Asia. 
· Generally, a shade crop is grown to protect the young seedlings from the first hot weather and to keep weeds down.  
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
